2.  Entries must be in line on time or will be assigned another spot in the                                  

parade. The parade begins at 10:00 a.m. 

3.  In the interest of safety, no items may be thrown from entries. 

4.  Maintain at least 30 feet between entries. Do not hold up parade for your   

performances 

5.  For judging purposes, each entry must have a separate application. 

6.  Report to Lions Club division leader to check in, receive parade number                

and space in parade. 

7.  Parade officials have the right to remove any entry which is performing in bad        

taste or may be hazardous to parade viewers or other entries. 

8.  All decisions made by parade officials and /or judges are final however an             

appeal can be made to the Parade Chairman. 

9. Parade entries that excessively delay movement of the parade may be 

REMOVED from judging.
